	Term 1 focus:  
HT1 - Shakespeare – Twelfth Night
In our Shakespeare half term, we will be reading Twelfth Night. We will use different strategies to help understand and enjoy the play, with a focus on interpretation of ideas and how these ideas were shaped by the historical period and may be understood differently today. We will look closely at how different characters’ language use expresses love at various points, and how gender is played with in the story. As well as reading extracts in class, we will also watch different performances to see how it can be staged and to help the students understand it as a play.
HT2 – Poetry
Our poetry half term to finish the year is always focused principally on enjoyment of poetry and language, with students given equal opportunity to write poems as read them, and experiment with rhythm and figurative language to express themselves in different ways. We will focus on a different style of poem/s each week and then use this as a start point for our own writing.
