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Through walking and gardening at a shared allotment, students will learn about the local area. In addition to seeing local wildlife and learning the fundamentals of gardening, they will record their experiences in a class scrapbook. During poor weather, creative sessions will take place indoors, and activities will promote emotional earth and a connection to nature. They will celebrate and reflect on their accomplishments at the end of term by documenting their learning through a class scrapbook.

	Recognise the benefits of outdoor activities for physical and emotional wellbeing, encouraging conversations about this during the walk to and from the allotment.

	Set a personal goal related to continuing outdoor activity or community engagement after the project ends.
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
