	For the younger end of the age group (and those who benefit from simpler explanations):
Fiction:
· "The One and Only Ivan" by Katherine Applegate: This Newbery Medal-winning book tells the story of a gorilla who inspires change in his captive environment. It can spark discussions about empathy, advocacy, and working together.
· "Number the Stars" by Lois Lowry: Though dealing with a difficult historical event, this novel shows young people taking brave action to help others. It can be a powerful way to introduce the concept of social responsibility.
· “Front Desk” series by Kelly Yang: A Chinese immigrant’s irrepressible courage, kindness and determination in the face of enormous obstacles. Each novel sees inspiring underdogs come together to make their community — and the world— a far better place.  
Non-Fiction: 
· (DK Readers) books on topics like "Caring for Our Planet" or biographies of people who have made a difference (e.g., Jane Goodall) can be engaging and informative. DK books are known for their visuals, which are helpful for visual learners.
· (National Geographic Kids) magazines and books often feature stories about young people involved in positive change, environmental projects, etc. The vibrant photos and accessible text are well-suited for this age group.




Transferrable Skills:
Students will be focussing on the following four skills:
Teamwork | BiG Challenge – Working cooperatively towards achieving a shared goal. 
Aiming high | BiG Challenge – The ability to set clear, tangible goals and devise a robust route to achieving them.
Creativity | BiG Challenge – The use of imagination and the generation of new ideas.
Problem solving | BiG Challenge – The ability to find a solution to a situation or challenge.

The BiG Community Challenge aims to encourage students to think about themselves, their peers, their ‘community’ and their surroundings while considering key employability skills and supporting key values within your setting. 
The programme aims to encourage ambition and aspiration alongside key skills development and social understanding of their own local community. Community can refer to the school community as much as to the wider community and may support improvement to the school environment, school experience, awareness raising of key issues such as bullying, the importance of being kind to others, mental health awareness, environmental improvement such as litter picking or anything else that is important to the school community members.
