	Term 3 focus:   

· History of popular music. Exploring key genres and songs of each decade from 150s – present.
· Developing Active listening and music analysis skills.
Students will learn how popular music developed through the 20th century. They will explore how key events and attitudes influenced the popular artists of each decade. They will develop their active listening and analysis skills, and their understanding of key musical terms. 
· Story telling through art and symbolism. 3D paper construction and Indigenous Australian style art and artists. 
· Working will clay, create a tile, coil pot and thumb pot, decorate using found natural forms. Paint the clay in the style indigenous Australian art. 

Student will investigate Indigenous Australian Art and culture and explore the different styles through creating personal responses. Students will look at different patterns and reflect on repetition of patterns created analysing the symbolic meaning and story telling culture. 
Students will explore their own environment and look at representing this in drawing and painting.
Student will explore working with different mediums such as oil pastels, and acrylic paint. Students will create a clay tile and decorate it in the style of Indigenous Australian Art.
