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	Term 3 focus:   

In the firt half term, we will look at symbolism in visual art, particularly the use of animals in paintings, and how we can incorporate these symbols into our own work. We will look at paintings over the centuries which feature animals as symbols, discussing the possible interpretations of these. We will travel to Graves Park and Weston Park Museum to sketch animals, practising creating quick drawings which focus on shape and movement rather than detail. We will use these field sketched to create a final piece in a medium of our choice which uses animals to create meaning for the viewer.
In half term twon,  will investigate Indigenous Australian Art and culture and explore the different styles through creating personal responses. Students will look at different patterns and reflect on repetition of patterns created analysing the symbolic meaning and story telling culture. 
Students will explore their own environment and look at representing this in drawing and painting.
Student will explore working with different mediums such as oil pastels, and acrylic paint. Students will create a clay tile and decorate it in the style of Indigenous Australian Art.
