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	Term 3 focus: Djembe Drumming- Students will explore the rhythms of African music through playing the djembe. They will continue to build on their listening and analysis skills whist listening to a variety of African and African-inspired music. They will also learn how to perform a bass (low), tone (medium) and slap (high) note on a djembe and how to combine these into standard African rhythms (Grooves). They will explore composition through combining these rhythms, using call and response and creating their own rhythms.
Arts award – students will work towards achieving the bronze arts award, including producing a review of an arts performance or event, sharing a skill with others, independently researching an artist of their choice and taking part in a workshop.
