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	Term 1 focus:  
HT1 - Shakespeare – Macbeth
In our Shakespeare half term, we will be reading Macbeth. We will use a variety of teaching strategies to learnt the plot, key characters and themes throughout the play. We will investigate medieval Scotland and Jacobean England, looking at different beliefs around kingship, gender and the supernatural.  We will look at key sections of the play as well as watching a variety of stage and film productions to look at different purposes and interpretations. There will be a focus on analysis of key scenes from the play, discussing meaning and interpretations, as well as the opportunity to write an analytical response to a specific question. 
HT2 – Poetry – Nature poetry. 
Our poetry half term to finish the year is always focused principally on enjoyment of poetry and language, with students given equal opportunity to write poems as read them, and experiment with rhythm and figurative language to express themselves in different ways. We will focus on the theme of nature, using our natural surroundings to write a variety of poetry and develop our use of vocabulary for specific purposes and effects.
