	Term focus: Community Connections (CI and IL)  


	Walks safely by the side of road locally
	Walks rather than runs on pavement and away from curb.  Shows awareness of surroundings and respect for others. Can walk independently. Shows awareness of The Highway Code - Rules for Pedestrians.

	Crosses road safely
	Understands different types of crossing and how to cross safely, looking both ways.

	Finds way / follows directions around local area (Moncrieffe) learning about local resources
	Can read a map of local area. Understands and can follow a route with simple directions and landmarks. Uses a basic map or written instructions to find a location independently.

	Plans a journey / trip out to learn about different cultures locally and local events
	Identifies key destinations and simple routes. Knows how to dress appropriately. Plans a short journey by identifying key points along the way and estimating travel time. Uses tools such as maps, and apps to plan a journey to the library, considering time, distance and stops.

	Prepares to use public transport
	Understands different types of public transport. Learns to read timetables and understands the basic rules of using public transport and how to pay. Prepares for a journey to the library by discussing what the expectations might be there, by agreeing how to dress appropriately, by gathering the necessary items and understanding the route and schedule.

	Uses public transport (if appropriate)
	Finds correct place to wait, gets on, understands and practises the different ways to pay, sits or stands safely, uses the stop request button correctly. Visits the library successfully.

	Solves problems that may occur when travelling

	Identifies common problems and can discuss possible solutions. Practises solving hypothetical problems such as asking for help if lost or if leaves something on bus/train, solves travel-related problems such as rerouting a journey or dealing with delays and what to do if a bus/train is cancelled.

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Recommended Reading:
	What I Leave Behind by Alison McGhee: The main character, a teen named Will, deals with grief and a sense of being lost by taking long walks around his city. Each chapter is a walk, and he processes his emotions and discovers new things about his neighbourhood and himself. It's a poignant and accessible story that directly relates to the theme of walking for both physical and emotional well-being.
Rules of the Road by Joan Bauer: This is a light hearted and charming novel about a sixteen-year-old girl named Jenna who gets a summer job driving a famous shoe magnate, Madeline, on a cross-country trip. While it's a car journey, the theme of independent travel, learning about new places and meeting different people on the road is very strong and relevant.
The Pavements Are My Playground by Jan Mark: This is an older title, but a great fit for a school library. It's a collection of short stories that often feature young characters navigating urban spaces and public transport. The stories are observant and well-written, offering a glimpse into the everyday lives of young people and their surroundings.
The City of Ember by Jeanne DuPrau: While a dystopian novel, the plot hinges on the characters' brave exploration of their crumbling city, often on foot, to find a way out. It encourages thinking about navigation, urban exploration, and the importance of understanding your environment.
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	Term focus:  Exploring Careers (E)
End point: 

	Understand what is meant by earning a living

	Understands that "earning a living" means getting money for doing work. Names a few different ways people earn money. Explains in simple terms that this money is used to buy things they need and want and how earning a living contributes to financial independence. Understands that different jobs have different levels of pay.


	Understand why we work

	Explains a range of motivations for working, including financial security, personal fulfilment, contributing to society, and career progression and the importance of finding work that aligns with personal values.


	Understand how people choose what they want to do

	Links a simple job to a related interest. Understands that people often choose jobs based on what they are good at and what they enjoy with examples (also values, education, training, and job market availability).  Names some of their own strengths, interests, and values in relation to potential career paths. Understands that career paths can change over time. Digital workbook available in "creating the life you want" Unifrog resource.


	Is aware of the skills that are needed to get a job

	Understands that different jobs require different skills. Categorises skills into different types (e.g., communication skills, teamwork skills, problem-solving skills, technical skills). Names some "transferrable" skills that are useful in many jobs and their importance. Begins to identify their own skills and areas for development in relation to potential jobs.


	Knows how to find out what jobs are available
Understands how to build on their skill set and show evidence of their skills

	Explains a variety of methods for finding out about job vacancies, including online job boards, company websites, recruitment agencies, networking, and word-of-mouth. Understands the role of job descriptions and advertisements. Considers what might be available locally and why.


	Understands how to build on their skill set and show evidence of their skills

	Identifies simple ways they have learned a new skill and other ways this can be done. Understands that practicing and learning helps improve skills. Begins to think about how they might evidence their own skills.
