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	Term 1 focus: 
HT1 – Coasts
To understand how a coastal landscape is shaped over time and how the different coastal sources of energy contribute to this. Students will learn about chemical, biological and mechanical weathering processes. They will explore factors that attract people to coastal areas within the UK and across the world and the impact of human intervention.  Students will have the opportunity to visit the coast and apply their classroom knowledge in a practical and meaningful way.  

HT2 – World War One

Students will understand the long and short- term causes that led to the outbreak of WW1. Students will explore how the weapons of the First World War led to progress in medicine. They will learn the wide-ranging contributions that women made to the war effort and how attitudes towards women in British society changed during and after the war.
