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	Term 1 focus: Changing Cities and Human Fieldwork
Students will learn about urbanisation as a process on a global scale and within the UK. This will allow them to consider how cities vary around the world. Students will focus on a local city, Sheffield, to deeply examine characteristics, challenges and solutions to manage these challenges. Students will complete fieldwork including primary data collection in Sheffield about change that has occurred. This will focus on the impacts of deindustrialisation and regeneration. Students will then learn about Mexico City as an example of a city in an emerging country. Students will learn about the characters of the city as well as the challenges and opportunities here. Throughout the unit, students will develop an understanding of sustainability. There are a number of skills involved in the unit including the use of census data and population pyramids. 
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
