	Term 1 focus:  
HT1-The Novel: Holes by Louis Sachar
HT2-Fact and Fiction in Context
 Our first half term focuses on reading skills, and as a class we will be reading Holes by Louis Sachar. We start the year this way to help bring the group together in sharing a complete work of literature, and to foster a love of reading. Throughout the half term we will be developing skills of information retrieval, inference and analysis of language and structure, and students will demonstrate these skills through discussion and written responses. These written responses will vary in length, with longer responses following the Point Evidence Explanation (PEE) structure.
 The focus for half-term two is exploring the Form, Purpose, and Audience of different non-fiction texts, the techniques used to meet these, and assessing the efficacy of these techniques. Students will read and emulate different non-fiction text types – such as food blogs, articles, instructions, and diary entries. Our reading focus is on developing our understanding of context, for example, how the time it was written and the author's views affect the writing.
