Next, Students will apply and develop their Digital literacy skills from last year by creating clear messages in digital media. We will begin by practising our search techniques to research and create an effective poster. Secondly, we will research and create our own brand and a logo. Finally, we will create and present our brand’s PowerPoints to a staff member, peer or class.
