Half Term 1 presents an introduction to Creative Media in general, and film in particular. Students will begin to critically appreciate pieces of Media and appreciate stylistic codes across sectors.

Students will engage with modern Black Cinema, to coincide with Black History Month, and the Horror genre and its conventions, via the work of Director Jordan Peele, in particular his film Nope. 

Half Term 2 explores the Media landscape in more depth, giving students an insight into the nature of the different Media sectors. Students will develop a broad understanding of production processes and discuss current issues in Media. 

Students will examine media marketing campaigns and how these can interact with social trends, as well as issues of representation, by looking at the Barbie film and ‘Barbenheimer’ marketing campaign. Students will produce pieces of persuasive media.
