	Term 1 focus: 
HT1: An Inspector Calls (focus: reading, speaking and listening)
HT2: An Inspector Calles (focus: writing, analytical essay)

This term we will be reading our 20th Century text, An Inspector Calls, for the first time. We become familiar with the play through reading, watching the film version, discussing, and familiarising ourselves with the contexts in which the play is set and written. Then we will move our focus to the skills needed to improve analytical writing and demonstrate personal responses in the light of the requirement of the exam questions. 

This course of study aims to enable students to read a wide range of poetry fluently and with good understanding, and make connections across them. It will help you to read in depth, critically and evaluatively, so that you are able to discuss and explain your understanding and ideas. You will be encouraged to develop the habit of reading widely and often and appreciate the range of English literary heritage.

Through practise you will be enabled to write accurately, effectively and analytically about your reading, and acquire and use a wide vocabulary, including grammatical terminology, and other literary and linguistic terms you need to criticise and analyse what you read.

As well as providing you with the knowledge to demonstrate your skills in the best light when you come to take your exams, this course will also focus on enabling us to see ourselves as connected by common feelings and responses to our experiences, by exploring the resonances in our own lives from themes explored by authors in varying contexts.

Extend your understanding of the social, cultural and ethical context in which our play was set by enjoying this play, first published in 1912.
Bernard Shaw is concerned with many of JB Priestley’s themes such as social responsibility, wealth inequality, objectification, and the precarious social position of women without financial protection. Versions of this story have been told for at least two millennia and this one gives us further insight into the social mores of the world of the Birlings.
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
