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	In the first term, students will develop knowledge and understanding of ‘personal progression plans’ and how these can support their health and social care studies. This is unit A2 of the course and is a core unit. Learners will develop the skills and behaviours needed to progress to the next stage in their
learning, identifying progression opportunities and creating a plan to enable them to get there.

In this unit you will:
A Explore the skills and behaviours needed to meet personal progression goal
B Produce a progression plan to meet intended progression goal.

Students will also learn content for HSC6 ‘Communication skills for Health and Social Care’. This unit covers comments on types of communication used in H and S care settings. Learners will develop verbal and non-verbal communication skills to communicate health and social
care information.Students will apply the content learnt to a piece of internally assessed coursework.
