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	Term 2 focus:  
HT3 – Short stories and creative writing
In the first half term we will read a small selection of short stories looking for themes, uses of language, narrative hooks, characterisation and other useful techniques which we will use for inspiration, adapting some in our own work.

We will explore the joys of writing and its barriers, using free writing, step-by-step planning, pictorial stimulus, editing and gradual development and timed writing to meet all students where they are in their writing career and help them to progress to the next stage of written creative expression.

HT4 – Speaking and listening with discussion of a play
In this half term all post-16 students will have the opportunity to foreground their speaking, listening and communication skills and plan and record an individual presentation on a chosen topic which will be suitable for both GCSE and Functional Skills Level 1 or 2. There will also be an opportunity to participate in the recorded class discussion necessary for the Functional Skills qualification. All students will be able to practise and deepen their communicative skills using the objectives they have become familiar with already.

We will use the themes of The Crucible by Arthur Miller or The Importance of Being Earnest by Oscar Wilde as the basis for discussion, starting with students choosing between the two and putting forward the reasons for their choices. We will use films of the plays as well as performing extracts.
