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HT1: Poetry – Relationships
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This term we will be revisiting the GCSE Literature Specification and reading poems from the relationships cluster as well as studying a selection of unseen poetry. Teaching will have a particular focus on themes, poetic techniques, context and comparisons between the poems.

This course of study aims to enable students to read a wide range of poetry fluently and with good understanding, and make connections across them. It will help you to read in depth, critically and evaluatively, so that you are able to discuss and explain your understanding and ideas. You will be encouraged to develop the habit of reading widely and often and appreciate the range of English literary heritage.

Through practise you will be enabled to write accurately, effectively and analytically about your reading, and acquire and use a wide vocabulary, including grammatical terminology, and other literary and linguistic terms you need to criticise and analyse what you read.

As well as providing you with the knowledge to demonstrate your skills in the best light when you come to take your exams, this course will also focus on enabling us to see ourselves as connected by common feelings and responses to our experiences, by exploring the resonances in our own lives from themes explored by authors in varying contexts.
