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	Curriculum: Secondary Two Fundamental

	Term 2 focus:  
HT3 -  Short Stories and Creative Writing
HT4  -  Speaking and listening 

Our third half term focuses on both reading and writing skills, and as a class we will be reading various short stories and extracts centring on the fantasy genre. We will connect to the teaching of HT1 from the novel as we will analyse writers’ purpose and structural choices. Throughout the half term, we will evaluate the writers’ use of language techniques and begin to implement them in our own pieces of writing. Students will then demonstrate capability in writing their own stories, using elements which they have gained from the studied texts. Students will show clear understanding through discussions and written responses and will be provided with several opportunities to showcase different sequences and structure types. 

The focus for the second half term is looking at the 20th century play DNA. As a class, we will develop understandings of dramatic conventions as we analyse characters, settings and plot. Across the course of the half-term, students will have lots of opportunities for performance and discussion.
