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	Term 2 focus:  Folk and Traditional – storytelling through music. Students will develop key and active listening skills when experiencing a piece of music. Students will be encouraged to use Music, subject specific terms when describing, discussing and reflecting the music. Student will also experience singing as a group when they explore the tradition of folk singing with in the British Culture. Students will practise key warm up skills for singing, recall and learn songs to sing as a group. Student will also develop knowledge of classical orchestra structures and learn about different instruments that are featured in an orchestra whilst using active listening skills student will develop an understanding of orchestral families and their different sounds. 

Food Technology- This term focuses on the healthy eating plate. Students will prepare health meals and reflect on how looking after ourselves and having a balanced meal can impact our physical health and mental health in a positive way! Students will develop key skills using equipment to prepare the food safely and follow health and hygiene in the kitchen.
