During Term 2, students will take part in the Arts Award Leadership Challenge. This requires them to collaborate with their peers in order to produce a group project. They will choose a particular area of their practise to specialise in, lead on during production. 

All progress will be recorded in Arts Award portfolios and young people will reflect on their practise as they continue through the unit, and at the end reflect on how their leadership activity has developed their overall practise.

In addition to individual leadership, students will develop their team work skills through a group project, and build confidence by producing work that can be exhibited to an audience of staff and peers.
