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	In Term Two, students build on the foundations from Term One by expanding their vocabulary and grammar knowledge. They continue to use and develop short sentences, gaining confidence in speaking and listening.

There is an ongoing focus on pronunciation and phonics-based activities to improve accuracy, alongside increasing awareness of key grammatical features such as verb-subject questions and strong and weak verb conjugations.

Students also further develop their cultural knowledge of Germany, exploring topics such as festivals, school life, and notable German speakers, helping to make the language more meaningful and engaging.
