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Term 2 focus: The focus for term 2 is world food and music. This term will allow students to immerse themselves in food and music from different cultures around the world. As they explore African Music, students will experiment with body drumming, call and response, rhythmic improvisation and ways to use percussion instruments. Alongside this, students will explore a range of tastes and vocabulary to describe the experience of different foods. Students will make simple recipes using ingredients used in African, Indian and Latin American cooking.
