	Term 3 focus:  
HT5 – Speaking and Listening and Classic Play

In this half term we will have the opportunity to foreground speaking, listening and communication skills and plan and record an individual presentation on a chosen topic which will be suitable for both GCSE and Functional Skills Level 1 or 2. There will also be an opportunity to participate in the recorded class discussion necessary for the Functional Skills qualification. We will use the themes of The Crucible by Arthur Miller as the basis for discussion. We will use the film of the play as well as performing extracts.

HT6 – Poetry
We will use poetry as a way to explore our use of language for enjoyment and self-expression, studying a range of poetry by writers in various genres and traditions, learning about different poetic methods and forms whilst experimenting with using their techniques to create our own poetry, ultimately creating a small anthology of our poems.
