	Term 3 focus: 
HT1: Relationships poetry cluster (reading and analysing)
HT2: Relationships poetry cluster (drawing comparisons)

This term, students will continue their studying of the Relationships poetry cluster exploring themes, identifying techniques and analysing their intended effect. Teaching will shift to focus on comparing the poems and focussing students towards forming their own judgements around which poems to select in order to successfully compare them. 

Students will build their independence around selecting evidence from the text and recall of previously taught poems. Teachers will provide explicit opportunities to work on timed, exam-style responses on the poems and will provide several opportunities to observe and scrutinise example student responses. 

In half term two, commenting on similarities and differences becomes the focus. Students will also periodically be presented with poems from outside the Relationships cluster and will be applying their analytical skills to an unseen stimulus.
