This term we will be continuing our anchor text for Paper 2, Tess of the d’Urbervilles by Thomas Hardy 

Our theme for this section of the exam is Love and Loss. Our explorations will use this as a lens to examine a variety of aspects of the text and its context. We will touch upon the matter of separating the authorial and narrative points of view and consider how the author manipulates our sympathies – or otherwise – for central characters.

The Voices in Speech and Writing anthology includes examples of non-literary and digital texts from the 20th and 21st century. This component has an explicit focus on the concept of ‘voice’. We will study how spoken voices are formed and written voices created in literary, non-literary and digital texts. Students will develop an understanding of how writers and speakers shape and craft language to present an identity or persona, and look at connections between texts as well as the significance and influence of context.

As a minimum, read Moll Flanders by Daniel Defoe or The Murder of Roger Ackroyd by Agatha Christie by the end of the term and tell me what you will be reading on your own account over the holidays.

Published in 1772 Moll Flanders provides a window into women’s ways of being that do not reflect 18th century gender norms. Moll is reliant on alliances and friendships with women, many of whom fall outside of the gendered expectations of the era. One of Defoe’s notable contributions to 18th century ideas of female empowerment rests on the notion of women as agents of their own wealth. You are encouraged to consider Moll as a counter to Tess and an example of a female character depicted through a very different male gaze.
