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	Term focus: Contraception and parenthood; Financial Literacy. Students will learn about the risks and consequences of unprotected sex and sources of support and options available. They will increase their understanding of the legal and moral responsibilities of parents and the importance of stable family life for a child. By the end of the term, students will increase their understanding of their finances and be able to identify and describe a saving goal, and make informed decisions about spending their money.
