	Can describe different ways people are connected in a community (e.g., living nearby, shared hobbies, common goals). Can explain that communities often provide support and a sense of belonging. Can identify the benefits of being part of a community. Can analyse the different roles individuals play within a community.


	Shows awareness of community groups that exist locally
	Can identify the purpose of a few simple community groups (e.g., a food bank helps people get food). Can describe the main activities of some of these groups. Can identify where to find information about local community groups. Can analyse the role of these groups in addressing social issues or promoting well-being. Can identify potential benefits of participating in different community groups and the benefits (+ challenges) of their own school community.


	Arranges to visit a community group
	Can identify appropriate ways to contact a community group (e.g., email, phone with support). Can create a list of relevant questions to gain specific information during the visit. Can demonstrate organisational skills in planning the logistics of the visit.


	Attends a community group 
	Can locate the venue and access it safely. Understands the importance of active listening and showing interest. Can actively participate in group activities (where appropriate and welcomed).Can identify the main activities and purpose of the group. Can engage in conversations with group members about their experiences.


	Learns about the different ways community groups raise awareness of their existence with their target group
	Can recognise different ways they hear about things happening. Can identify simple examples of how a group might tell people about themselves. Can explain why a group might choose a particular method to reach their target audience. Can analyse the effectiveness of simple awareness campaigns.

	Term focus: Community Connections

End point: By the end of this series of lessons, pupils will be able to safely and independently navigate their local area and a planned journey using public transport, demonstrating problem-solving skills for unexpected travel

	Walks safely by the side of road
	Walks on the pavement and stays aware of surroundings. Navigates more complex pedestrian environments, such as busy city streets. Demonstrates road safety awareness (Highway Code) in varied settings, including rural and urban areas.


	Crosses road safely
	Refresh knowledge of traffic lights and pedestrian crossings. Practice crossing multi-lane roads and using pedestrian islands. Demonstrate the ability to assess more complex traffic situations and cross safely.


	Finds way / follows directions around local area learning about local resources,
	Follow more detailed directions and use simple maps. Navigate to unfamiliar locations using written or verbal instructions. Use digital maps and apps to find routes and navigate independently.


	Plans a journey / trip out to Sheffield Hallam University
	Plan journeys within the local area, considering time and distance. Include multiple stops or transfers in journey plans. Include a walk around the campus. Consider factors such as cost, time, and alternative routes. 


	Prepares to use public transport
	Understand the different types of tickets and passes. Learn to use digital ticketing apps and plan journeys using public transport websites. Prepare for longer journeys, including intercity travel and understanding fare structures.


	Uses public transport
	Practice using public transport during school trip to SHU.  Demonstrate confidence in using public transport for more complex journeys, including transfers. Some may use public transport for independent travel to local destinations.


	Solves problems that may occur when travelling
	Discuss and role-play common travel problems and solutions. Practise problem-solving real-world scenarios under supervision and discuss strategies for staying calm. Independently manage travel issues, such as delays, cancellations, problems paying and route changes.
