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	In Term Three, students aim to consolidate and extend their knowledge by using vocabulary and grammar across a wider range of contexts. They work towards forming longer sentences, combining ideas with simple connectives and expressing opinions with greater confidence.

Students focus on using the present tense securely alongside an introduction to the future tense, enabling them to talk about both current and future plans. They continue to develop their understanding of key grammatical features, including word order and verb patterns, to improve accuracy and flexibility.

Pronunciation and phonics remain important, supporting more accurate speaking and listening. Students also aim to become more independent when engaging with longer reading and listening texts.

Cultural learning focuses on challenging stereotypes, exploring German speakers in Namibia, and comparing aspects of German and Austrian culture to develop a broader understanding of the German-speaking world.
