During Term 3, half term 1, students will take part in the Arts Award Challenge. This requires them to develop their practise in an area of Audio production. This could be producing a Foley soundscape for a film or making an Audio product, such as a podcast. Learners will develop both technical and creative skills in this area.

All progress will be recorded in Arts Award portfolios and young people will reflect on their practise as they continue through the unit, and at the end reflect on how their creative practise has developed through the project.

During half term 2, they will attend an event at Sheffield DocFest, and review this as part of the Arts Award. Sixth form students will also have the opportunity to volunteer at the festival. In addition to this, they will learn about the history of experimental film and be encouraged to produce pieces of experimental work. 

The term will also feature an awards ceremony to celebrate student work.
