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	Term  focus: Arts Award
This term our focus will be working towards the Bronze Arts Award which is a nationally recognised, Level 1 qualification. The award is a flexible and personalised learning programme designed to inspire learners to grow their creative and leadership talents. Participants explore their individual interests in any art form (from drawing and painting to music, drama, digital art or poetry) and record their experiences in an individual arts portfolio. 

To achieve the Bronze Arts Award, students must gather evidence in their portfolio across four main areas: 
· Part A: Active Participation in the Arts 
· Part B: Arts Event Experience and Review: There will be an opportunity to participate in a group trip to support this aspect. 
· Part C: Arts Inspiration Research 
· Part D: Sharing Arts Skills
