	Term 2 focus: Media: Jenga/ Hunt for the Wilderpeople 

Students will take part in a group media project. This will involve doing a case study of the film ‘Hunt for the Wilderpeople’ alongside creating their own short film as a group. The short film will be ‘Jenga!’ – the script provided depicts an intense Jenga match between a reigning champion and a challenger. There is only one word of dialogue – ‘Jenga!’. Students can adapt any aspect of the script (setting, character descriptions etc.) except for the dialogue, the fact that the challenger challenges the champion, and the outcome of the match (no spoilers here!). Students will then source or create the set, props and costumes, and record and edit the film as a team. They will also record or source appropriate sound effects for the film.
