	Term 1 focus:  
HT1 -  Novel – The Hitchhiker’s Guide to the Galaxy
HT2  - Transactional writing
This term, our studies will centre on developing both reading and writing skills through a comprehensive study of The Hitchhiker’s Guide to the Galaxy and a selection of high-quality 19th Century non-fiction extracts.
In reading, we will enhance our ability to support main ideas with appropriate textual references and quotations. Students will delve into the layers of meaning within texts, exploring how structural choices align with the writer’s themes and purposes. We will also analyse language choices to understand their overall impact on readers and engage in discussions about how context influences interpretation. A key focus will be on effectively responding to both explicit and implicit meanings.
In writing, we will focus on using a suitable level of formality for different purposes and audiences, as well as incorporating a variety of stylistic devices to enhance our writing as we work on making these choices more effective. Students will learn to clearly signal the overall direction of their texts, ensuring that paragraph construction supports meaning and purpose. We will also work on achieving accuracy in syntax and punctuation across various sentence structures, while expanding our vocabulary to include a range of varied and ambitious word choices.
