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Term 1 focus: Introductory art techniques and 3D sculpture.
Students will explore themes of nature and mark making, building confidence with exploration of art. Students will develop key understanding of the elements of art and how this relates to their own art and the work of other artist. The main themes include the concept of being an alien and how we can all feel alienated in the world and how we can develop a sense of belonging in ourselves and in our wider community.
