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	Term 1 focus: Observational Drawing Natural forms and Printmaking. Student individual project, ‘Journey’.

Students will have the opportunity to produce an extended piece of work with the starting theme, ‘Journey’.

	Select materials and create a still life piece to, use a view finder to draw from the still life piece.

Composition skills, create a range of drawings from observation. Change viewpoints and sketch from observation.

	Use mark making techniques to draw from observation, create your own mark making tools and use these to draw from observation.

	5
	Explore Texture, Colour and Tone when drawing from observation and apply the elements of art to your drawings in your sketchbooks 

	6
	Research artists, specifically that use themes of observational drawing, still life. Example of artists; Cezanne, Georgia O Keefe and Andy Goldsworthy. 


	7
	Use a variety of media to draw from observation.  Focus on the formal art elements colour and texture.

	8
	Reflect and annotate your drawings in the sketchbooks. 

	9
	Create a final piece responding to the theme, Journey. Show your design process and initial ideas.
