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	Term 1 focus: Stop Motion Animation and Classical Music and keyboard introduction.

In term 1 students will develop skills using digital editing software with IPAD/I Movie, stop motion animation technology and apps. Students will plan and design an animation short, develop characters, set design and storyboarding skills. Along the way students reflect and investigate different types of animation and animators. Students begin to investigate the history of film and media and how technology has evolved and transformed the industry. Students also participate in a music project specifically developing knowledge of classical music, key composers and classical music historical context. Students will develop practical knowledge of the keyboard and experience playing the keyboard and reading music.

	Identify middle C on a keyboard and independently play simple melodies from standard notation.
