This term we will be revising our anchor text for Paper 2, Tess of the d’Urbervilles by Thomas Hardy, and its counterpart for the comparative question, Enduring Love by Ian McEwan. 

As the theme for this section of the exam is Love and Loss, our explorations will use this as a lens to examine a variety of aspects of the two texts and their points of convergence. We will focus in more depth on the matter of separating the authorial and narrative points of view and consider how the author manipulates our sympathies – or otherwise – for central characters.

We will develop our writing style, ensuring that we can control the depth and extent of our analytical writing, and maintain clarity and succinctness. We will also hone our comparative skills, gain more familiarity with the extended essay form required, and build confidence to find our individual voices within the requirements.

As a minimum, read Blood Child and Other Stories by Octavia Butler by the end of the term and tell me what you will be reading on your own account over the holidays.
In the author’s own words: “It amazes me that some people have seen “Bloodchild” as a story of slavery. It isn’t. It’s a number of other things, though. On one level, it’s a love story between two very different beings. On another, it’s a coming-of-age story in which a boy must absorb disturbing information and use it to make a decision that will affect the rest of his life.”
This collection of short stories explores themes of humanity in outlandish and often disturbing environments. This foregrounds one of the most important aspects of literature in our curriculum: appreciation and understanding of our individual and shared humanity. As we read the fantastical experiences of beings in entirely imaginary contexts, can we find the author’s perspective and the points of resonance in our feelings about our own lives? Can we enrich our understanding of common struggles, or are some things just too foreign to recognise at all?
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
