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	Term 2 focus: Devising Drama/ Watercolour Landscapes
Devising Drama:
In this Drama project, we will discover what ‘Devised Drama’ is and work towards creating our own piece. Students will work as a class to explore a variety of stimuli, including photos, objects, artwork, songs and poetry, as inspiration for original pieces of drama. They will continue to develop their speaking and movement skills and will reinforce knowledge of drama practitioners. 

Arts, Watercolour Landscapes:
We will review colour theory and use this knowledge to explore different techniques for painting with watercolours. We will look at and study the works of key landscape artists, including Monet, Van Gogh, Constable and Cézanne. We will create our own watercolour landscape considering composition, colour pallet and painting techniques.
