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	Term 2 focus: Identity and self-portraiture using mixed media
Learning Objectives: Using a range of mixed media techniques, this topic enables students to use self-portraiture as a means of exploring their particular identities. In order to produce a distinctive, expressive self-portrait, students will experiment with layering, collage, and texture while thinking about how experiences, culture, emotions, and individual interests shape identity.

	"Who am I?" mind map. Students investigate images, colours, and symbols associated with who they are.

	Photography and collage: Explore how David Hockney experiments with composition, collage, and photography techniques, as well as how he uses self-portraiture to explore personal identity and collage and fragmentation in portraiture.

	Painting and colour theory: Students will learn about Chuck Close's portrait techniques and create a mini grid-based self-portrait using a simplified version of his process.

	Observational drawing: Self-portrait drawing using mirrors or photographs.

	5
	Start a final self-portrait that integrates personal symbolism and various techniques.
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
