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	Term 2 focus: Portraiture, Cubism and Expressionism:

This project combines artistic experimentation, art history, and technological practice to investigate portraiture. After studying facial shape and proportions, students will study Cubism and Expressionism, emphasising colour, techniques with a focus on significant artists. Students will produce self-portraits that are influenced by both movements using sketches and mixed-media experiments. They will combine elements of Expressionism and Cubism, honing their concepts via colour studies, texture, and distortion. Following a final portrait and a review of creative decisions and results. Students will take part in a group critique to reflect on their work.


	1
	Learn the fundamentals of portraiture with an emphasis on the structure, features, and proportions of the face. We will explore this by taking part in a portraiture structure workshop, followed by a grid method drawing activity to develop drawing skills with a focus on proportions and scale.

	Research the history, primary techniques, and influential artists of the Cubism and Expressionism movements.

	Examine the ways that colour influences emotion and mood in portraiture. Document a colour study in your sketchbook.

	4
	Experiment with distorting and abstracting facial features. Create a response of a self-portrait in the style of cubism and expressionism using mix media.

	5
	Explore how to combine common aspects of both cubism and expressionism. Explore which aspects of each movement you like best- why is this?


	6
	Sketch a plan of your portrait that combines both styles.

	7
	Further develop your portrait's composition and style to more effectively combine the ideas of expressionism and cubism. Cut, enlarge, flip, stretch and distort elements of your portrait.

	8
	Experiment with variation of texture, colour and media within your portrait. 

	9
	Compose your final portrait using the colour scheme, mood boards, and sketches. 


	10
	Analyse your final piece and evaluate how well it combines expressionism with cubism. Write a brief analysis of your artistic decisions, including what went well, what you found difficult, and how combining the two approaches impacted how you portrayed the subject. To talk about your artwork by taking part in a group critique session or ask for peer input.
