A understand how to develop ideas for a digital media product

C produce planning for a digital media product.

This term presents a vocational scenario for students to respond to. They will learn how to deconstruct a brief and identify a target demographic, purpose and format. They will look at how to effectively develop and refine ideas for a Media product, selecting one of three ideas for their assignment and justifying this choice. Research, both primary and secondary, conducted by the students will inform this decision. Students will practise effective communication methods, visual and verbal, for pitching and understand the purpose of a pitch. They will then present a professional pitch which outlines their idea to an audience of staff and peers; supporting documents including some visual elements and planning materials will support the pitch. The projects they pitch as part of this module will form the basis for practical projects in a future module.
