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	Curriculum: Secondary Two Exploring

	Term 2 focus: GCSE Music: 
Component 1: Performing
Students will continue developing Their vocal performance skills, with a focus on vocal warm-ups and breathing techniques.
Component 2: Composition
Students will develop the skills needed to complete the composition component for GCSE music. They will gain confidence using both Garageband and Musescore as tools for composition, and continue to develop their Music Theory knowledge from Term 1. They will also explore different approaches to compositions and begin to create musical ideas from a variety of stimuli.
Component 3: Appraisal
Students will begin to explore the music for the first area of study within this component: Instrumental music 1700-1820. This will include studying the context of western classical music during this time period, and becoming familiar with the two set works for this area of study: Bach Brandenburg Concerto no. 5, 3rd movement and Beethoven Piano Sonata no. 8 in C minor. Students will identify and analyse key features of these pieces including structure and form, instrumentation, stylistic features, key musical elements (i.e. tonality, texture, sonority)and the musical language of the piece. They will continue to develop their critical writing skills with regards to music.
