	Term 2 focus: 

HT1: Short Stories and Creative Writing
HT2: 20th century play and speaking and listening

This term, our studies will centre on developing both reading and writing skills through a comprehensive study of a selection of high-quality short stories and a 20th century play.
This term, students will focus on developing both reading and writing skills through an in-depth exploration of various texts. In reading, students will learn to identify relevant points and make inferences based on evidence from different sections of a text. For instance, they will interpret a character's motivations through their actions at various points in the narrative. They will also be introduced to structural elements, such as recognizing how an author may describe an event, before explaining its cause, or how the sequence of events impacts the overall understanding. Additionally, students will begin to identify basic features of a writer’s use of language, such as how questions can create suspense and keep the reader engaged. They will also work on identifying the main purpose of texts.
In writing, students will focus on selecting relevant ideas and organizing them logically, either by clustering related points or following a time sequence. They will be encouraged to structure their writing into clear paragraphs, with each section supporting or expanding on the main idea. To enhance their writing, students will practice varying sentence length, structure, and subject matter, keeping their work dynamic and engaging. There will also be a focus on deliberate vocabulary choices to strengthen their descriptions and ensure clarity. These skills will help students craft well-organized, compelling, and thoughtful pieces of writing.
