Our big questions are: what meanings are present in the texts and how are the meanings made? We will explore the answers using concepts and methods from integrated linguistic and
literary study.

We will develop our writing style, ensuring that we can control the depth and extent of our analytical writing, and maintain clarity and succinctness. We will also hone our comparative skills, gain more familiarity with the extended essay form required, and build confidence to find our individual voices within the requirements.
