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	Term 1 focus:  
HT1 -  Short stories and creative writing
In half-term one we are adopting a writing-for-pleasure approach, following research into how students can best enjoy writing and start to see themselves as writers. Taking the short story as our focus, we will be developing our reading skills – for example commenting on structure, and genre conventions – mainly in the service of our own writing. We will start by reading and analysing a range of fables to understand the genre, before planning, drafting and revising our own, with mini-lessons throughout the process (for example, on sentence types and writing dialogue) to help students improve their own writing before publishing it in a manner of their choosing.
HT2  - 20th century play 
In half-term two we will be studying The Demon Headmaster as our 20th century play and we will be reading, performing and discussing the entire text. Our reading focus will be context (different types of education) and viewpoints (what Cross is trying to achieve with her work), and we will also concentrate on our speaking and listening skills, largely through discussion and debate.
