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	Term 2 focus: Digital literacy and online safety
This term will explore critical aspects of navigating online relationships and interactions, emphasising both opportunities and risks. Students will examine the potential benefits of forming online connections while identifying and managing associated risks, including harassment, stalking, and unwanted attention. Strategies to respond to such situations and seek help from appropriate sources will be covered.
The curriculum will address the legal and ethical responsibilities of online relationships, equipping students with the knowledge to act responsibly and respectfully in digital spaces. Students will also evaluate how their behaviours, both positive and negative, can influence peers online and in real-world contexts, including situations involving weapons, gangs, or serious organised crime such as cybercrime.
Additionally, students will analyse the factors that lead young people into serious organised crime, including the influence of online activities. Discussions will also highlight how extreme viewpoints can shape attitudes and behaviours, and the importance of recognising and resisting their impact. Finally, students will learn how to respond effectively when things go wrong online, including seeking support, reporting incidents to authorities or platforms, and accessing appropriate resources to resolve issues and rebuild their digital wellbeing.
