This term, the entire school focus is online safety and digital literacy, with learning objectives selected for the stage students are at. For NEM03, we would like the young people to build resilience and strategies around social media use; to recognise the effect it can have on their self-image and how they can be impacted by peers’ opinions and comments when using it. We will also learn about types of harmful online content, such as that which is sexual or violent, so they know how to recognise it and what to do should they encounter it. We will also learn about misinformation and the importance of verifying claims found online.
