	Term 3 focus: 

HT1: Shakespearean play, The Tempest
HT2: Poetry

This half term, we are supporting our students by developing essential reading and writing skills, using rich and engaging texts. Through the study of Shakespeare’s, The Tempest and creative work in poetry writing, students will build confidence, deepen understanding, and find their own expressive voice.
Students will explore a range of reading strategies to help them access and understand the language and meaning of The Tempest. They will learn how to decode unfamiliar words and phrases, interpret figurative language, and develop a sense of the overall story, themes, and characters.
Students will explore writing as a means of self-expression and creativity, using poetry to develop and communicate their thoughts, feelings, and ideas. Through reading model poems and experimenting with different poetic forms and techniques, students will develop greater skill and confidence in writing creatively through poetry by establishing their voice and experimenting with their vocabulary.
